There are several distinct education models in the world. The Asian, the American (USA) and the European models are well known. Recently, the education
model developed by Finland over the past couple of decades has attracted enormous attention because of its success. This article takes a critical look at parts
of the Finnish model that could enhance the education of students in Cadet Colleges and makes suggestions about how to implement them.

The Asian model emphasizes detailed writing and long hours spent on homework. A major shortcoming of this model is the heavy emphasis on meaningless
rote learning. The American system encourages the highly successful ‘out of the box’ thinking. It’s not surprising that nine of the ten largest companies in the
world by market capitalization are American. On the other hand, the lack of emphasis on memorization of even basic things leads to rather slow performance
by students when solving problems. Another downside of this system is that the writing style is very poor, emphasis often being put-on multiple-choice
questions. It's well known among educators that formulating multiple choice questions that can truly test deep understanding is extremely difficult. The
European model is characterized by early exposure to difficult topics, very high emphasis on details, and a reasonably detailed writing style. I was fortunate to
have experienced all three education systems. My grade school education was in Bangladesh, including in Jhenidah Cadet College, my undergraduate work was
in Germany, and my graduate work (Ph.D. in Physics) was in the USA.

Lately, there has been a lot of interest among educators in the Finnish model of education. Finland used to score towards the bottom among the 38 OECD1
countries. A couple of decades ago, it decided to introduce major changes in its education system. Recently, it ranked at, or close to, the top among these
countries, as measured by PISA2 tests. A very interesting aspect of this system is that outside the classroom, students spend only half an hour per day on
homework. This is substantially less than in other OECD countries.

In the Finnish model, there is emphasis on deep learning, which can be acquired through application of the knowledge gained as opposed to solving standard
textbook problems. Highly educated teachers, learning that emphasizes cooperation among students rather than competition, instruction that is individualized
for each student and outcome-based learning are some of the structural mainstays of the Finnish model. The above items will be discussed in the next
paragraphs. It will be pointed out which of these are already available in Cadet Colleges, and which could be adopted to achieve a substantial gain in leaning.

Let’s start with an example of deep learning. There is a standard mathematical formula that specifies how a quantity changes with time when the quantity
itself depends on two other variables. The formula consists of a total of five terms. Such a problem is typically solved by ‘plug and chug’ method, i.e., by
plugging the values supplied for four of the terms and solving for the fifth. Instead, the problem could be cast in terms of how rice production is changing
(decreasing) with time due to global warming, with rainfall and temperature being the two variables that affect rice production, and how temperature and
rainfall are changing with time due to global warming. Doing so allows one to acquire a much better understanding of the formula and the relationships among
the different terms. A transition from an abstract plug and chug to a real-life problem that requires deep understanding is not always simple, especially when
interpretation of the meanings of the different quantities are required. Only a deep understanding helps one to gain an intuitive feel that is necessary to make
abstract connections in the brain, which in turn helps to develop the ability to make predictions without calculations. This is an extremely important ability in
the sciences. The Finnish model has a core curriculum that is mandatory for everyone, but there is also an additional part that is developed locally by teachers.
The core curriculum in Bangladesh is prescribed by education boards. Because Cadet College students are some of the bests in the country, they are easily able
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to handle additional material. During long breaks, teachers from Cadet Colleges could develop problems that require deep learning. These could then be
shared with all Cadet Colleges. Incentives in the form of additional remuneration could be given to the teachers who work on such projects.

Finnish teachers are highly educated. To emphasize the importance of education to the society, salaries of teachers were made equivalent to those of
physicians under the education reform. This, in turn, motivated excellent students to become teachers, so much so that 90% of the grade schoolteachers come
from the top 10% of students going to universities. This led to a fundamental change in the quality of education in that country. Teachers at Cadet Colleges are

highly gifted, and therefore no change is necessary in teacher recruitment to adopt this feature of the Finnish model.

Education in Bangladesh is
characterized by very strong
competition among individual
students. In real life, however,
cooperation leads to better
outcomes. Indeed, in company
environments, cooperation is
the only model that is effective.
I'm aware of several very bright
engineers from Asian countries
working in the USA who have
not done well in their careers
simply due to their inability to
work well in group
environments. There has been
a growing understanding of
this phenomenon at the
university level in Bangladesh.
As a result, many programs
have introduced considerable
amount of group work in the
curriculum. However, this idea
has not yet percolated to high
school levels. For success in the
real world, group work in
academics should become part
of the educational training that
students get in Cadet Colleges.
Allowing students to work
together, for example to solve
problems, also frees up time for
teachers. The new science
building at Allegheny College,
where I worked for 35 years,
was constructed to enhance



this model of learning. Faculty members sat down with architects and explained how they’d ideally like to teach, and in turn the architects came up with the
idea of keeping space with tables and chairs outside faculty offices where students could work together. Outside my office, students frequently got together to
work on homework problems. Academically stronger students learnt better because they were explaining the methods to those who needed help. As a result,
the latter were able to continue moving forward with the work without having to wait for a day or two to consult me. It’s only when all of them got stuck that
they sought my help.

Instructions that are individualized for each student are probably the most important characteristic of the Finnish model. Students learn mostly by themselves,
with teachers providing help to individual students. This is necessary because the mental development among students of the same age varies considerably,
and individual aptitudes and abilities vary enormously. So, a system that has to address the need of everyone in the society can be successful only if education
is individualized. Since every student coming to a Cadet College is academically gifted, it is not necessary to follow this aspect of the Finnish model, though, at
some future time, it may be a good idea to try this out for a course and evaluate the outcome.

In most places, very little has changed in the way teachers teach and students learn. Other than the standard examinations, which often emphasize
memorization and regurgitation, there is little evaluation of whether deep learning is taking place. For some time now, education theorists have been talking
about outcome-based learning, i.e. instead of teaching the material from the beginning to the end of a book, teachers need to ask what the expected outcome of
learning of a chapter should be, and then teach to achieve that outcome. This can also reduce unnecessary material from the syllabus and free up time for
dealing with important material in greater detail. Further, when tests are designed to check expected outcomes, it is easy to see whether the goals are being
achieved. The Finnish model emphasizes outcome-based learning. Cadet Colleges should also adopt this.

To summarize, Cadet Colleges already have some of the important elements for good education, such as excellent teachers and highly motivated students.
Looking at the Finnish model, education in Cadet Colleges could be improved enormously by emphasizing deep learning, group work and outcome-based
learning. Teachers from different Cadet Colleges could work together during long vacations to develop material conducive to deep learning. The above ideas
also apply to laboratory work. There are many project books such as Sticky Tape Experiments that can be used to enhance deep learning. Because of the
brevity of this article, it's not possible to go into many other characteristics of the Finnish model. However, it will hopefully create interest among teachers
who could study the model carefully and implement the suggestions that have been made.

If
something happens in one part of the world - it will affect every part of the
world.

Bangladesh - 50 Years of Progress

In honor of Bangladesh that formed a nation in 1971, Mehedi Hassan, an MCC
ex-cadet of 14th Batch, shares his views about the history, culture and
independence of his motherland.

Bangladesh, which formed a nation 50 years ago, is a relatively young country
with a rich history. Nestled between India on the west and north, Myanmar on
the east and the Bay of Bengal on the south, Bangladesh is an enclave of
forests and fertile land crisscrossed with numerous rivers.

December 16t reverberates special feelings for all Bangladeshi and myself.
For me, it is the day that gave us the independence to dream, to make our own
choices about our lives and our nation. As a Bangladeshi-American, that
feeling is strengthened everyday living in the U.S,, as Francis Key who wrote
the “Star-Spangled Banner’ said, “the land of the free and the home of the
brave.”

Declaration of Independence and naming of Bangladesh

On March 26, 1971, 70 million people of former East Pakistan declared
independence and named their new nation Bangladesh. On Dec. 16, 1971,
Bangladesh gained victory with the sacrifices of millions of men and women
and began to establish itself as an independent nation. The word Bangladesh
is a combination of the word ‘Bangla’, which identifies the language and
‘Desh’, meaning country or land. The name was significant because on Feb. 21,
1952, the people of Bangladesh sacrificed their lives to keep ‘Bangla’ as their
official language of the land. To this date, Feb. 21 is commemorated as the
International Mother Language Day by UNESCO, paying respect to the
sacrifices of people of Bangladesh.

Present economy of Bangladesh

At present, Bangladesh is the world’s 39t largest economy in terms of market
exchange rates and 29t in terms of purchasing power parity. It is an
embodiment of the hard work and the progress made during the last 50 years
by the people of Bangladesh. The road was not smooth - a famine in 1974
devastated the country. Currently Bangladesh prides itself of being self-
sufficient in food grain production and enjoys an annual surplus of 2.6 million
metric ton. In 1981, the literacy rate was 29.3% but today the literacy rate is
77.4% for males and 72% for females, thanks to Bangladesh’s tremendous
progress in education. Bangladesh has also achieved constant growth in Gross

Domestic Product (GDP) and per capita income in the last two decades -
predominantly due to export of readymade garments to the western world.
The growth of the garment industry in Bangladesh provided employment and
income to a large number of women and elevated them from poverty.

Growth via micro-credit and women empowerment

Early in the 80s, Dr. Muhammad Yunus came up with the concept of ‘Micro
Credit’ and the formation of ‘Grameen Bank’ for which he received the Nobel
Peace Prize in 2008. This banking system consistently gave out micro loans to
poor and under privileged women in the society, who lack collateral or steady
employment. These loan applicants started small businesses ranging from
selling hand-crafted goods to produce and various other small products. The
result uplifted the women in rural area of Bangladesh, who were often
neglected and undermined and empowered women in entrepreneurship.

Economic growth via manufacturing readymade garments

The success of the Bangladesh economy relies on readymade garments (RMG)
and the participation of women and their entrepreneurship at the micro level.
Companies like Walmart, H&M, Target, Gap and other high-end clothing
retailers are major buyers of RMG. Today Bangladesh is the second largest
supplier of RMG in the world next to China with the RMG sector accounting
for 83% of total export earnings of the country.

Bangladesh has seen a steady rise in life expectancy since declaring
independence. The average life expectancy rose from 50 years in 1971 to 72
years for male and 75.6 years for female thanks to improvements in childcare
and women’s healthcare. The IT sector, comprised of young Bangladeshi
programmers, is establishing Bangladesh as a new hub of foreign IT
investment.

Interesting facts about Bangladesh
e Bangladesh boasts of three Nobel laureates; Rabindranath Tagore in
literature in 1913, Amartya Sen in economics in 1998 (both Tagore
and Sen were born in the British era undivided India but spent a good
part of their lives in East Bengal which is now Bangladesh) and
Muhammad Yunus in Peace in 2006.

Progressivism and Bangladeshis

Bangladesh has a long history of struggle and it started from the time the
British colonists set foot on our soil. It is alleged that the British made inroads
to the Mughal throne through Bengal. But the British colloborators were not
Bengalis, they were from Central Asia. Bengalis more than made up for that
mistake in the 200 years of British Rule. One after the other, the British Rule
had to leave our land after 2nd world war.

The history following the 2nd world war is mired in dispute created mostly by
the British, supposedly to keep the Indian subcontinent divided. But gaining
independence from the British was not to be the last struggle for Bengalis. We
had to fight again for our language - which ultimately culminated in the
freedom movement of Bangladesh.

The freewheeling nature of the Bengali race is not an accident. As depicted
above, Bengalis time and time again have ensured that in no way, shape or
form - the will of the people is overturned or ignored. If you look at USA, you
can see that in spite of overwhelming majority supporting the public option
(70% to be exact), Obamacare did not include a Public Option. (This sentence
is not clear) In Bangladesh’s case, this kind of inaction would not have been
tolerated and surely would have failed.

Issue after issue, Bangladeshis have proven to be more progressive than
Americans. Take abortion for instance. Bangladesh, being a Muslim nation,
does not have any kind of restrictions on such procedures. Bangladeshis
respect the rights of women to such extent that even the religious parties
never question the very private decision of a woman.

Bangladesh has become the beacon of the world for family planning. Every
village in the country has family planning consultants who go from door to
door to advise women on family-size based on affordability. In Islam, our
prophet advised us to have a family based on what a person can afford. So, the
call for a smaller family was an easy sell for these family planning centers and
consultants.

On empowering women - Bangladesh saw the rule of two notable women for
the last 30 years. Every party has scores of women leaders and all of the
national parties have their own women wing which significantly influences
the political process. We have 30 seats in the national parliament dedicated
exclusively for women who are selected by the full parliament after each

election. These 30 selected members are in addition to the women MPs who
are elected in the parliament. Currently there are 69 MPs in the Bangladesh
Parliament, which is 19.97% of 350 seat parliament. US Congress has 18.1%
women in congress — which is the highest in the US History.

On women'’s right, Bangladesh has death penalty for disfiguring a women. If
you throw acid at women, you will be hanged. If you kill a woman who is
under your care - your wife or your house-maid - you will be hanged. If you
rape a woman, you will be hanged. (the laws are probably not that
straightforward)

On Universal Health Care, Bangladesh has free health care in all its
Government Hospitals. I am not claiming that people don’t die due to lack of
care, but everyone has access to Government Hospital care. Even the medicine
is free. If we can get corruption out of the system, our Health Care system
might be another example for the whole world. (this is a naive statement
lacking substance)

Cholera or Diarrhea is a widespread disease in most under developed nation.
Bangladesh cannot get rid of it, but brought down deaths from this deadly
disease to almost zero. Bangladesh came out with the most cost-effective way
to administer oral saline for the mass. When I tell someone here that Oral
Saline cost 1 penny in Bangladesh and $5 in the U.S., they are spellbound.

On Universal Education - education in Bangladesh through the 12th grade is
free in all Government Schools and High Schools. University Education in
Government Universities - which are more prestigious than any private
university in Bangladesh - is almost free and requires a nominal fee from its
pupil. Moreover, families of student-girsl acually get money from the
government to send them to school.

On gender parity - educational attainment for women in Bangladesh was once
among the lowest in the world. The 1991 census showed that only 20% of
women were literate, with a rate of 14% in rural areas. The enrollment rate in
primary schools for girls was 64% in 1990 compared to 74% for boys. The
gender disparity was even more stark in secondary education, in which only
33% of enrolled students and 29% of graduates were girls (Table 1). Table 2
depicts the number of girls receiving stipends from 1999 to 2005.

The pass rate for boys and girls in
Secondary School Certificate Exam is 83.76% and 80.76% respectively in
2013.1n 2012, the rate of passing amongst girls is 89.19 percent and 78.23
percent for boys in Higher Secondary School Certificate Exam. In conclusion, I
urge all Bangladeshis to hold their head high. Numbers don't lie, facts don’t
cheat. We come from very secular nation which embodies the principles of
progressives very dearly. We know our country is going through some hard
times, but rest assured the independence and peace loving Bangladeshis will
come out of it in flying colors. We have toiled for 200 years to become free
from British - we can wait for some time to get justice done.

Everything to Know about Biden's Infrastructure Bill

On Monday, November 15th, 2021, President Biden expects to sign the Infrastructure
Investment and Jobs Act into alaw during a major ceremony at the White House. At
$1.2 trillion, the infrastructure package would provide for the largest investment and
expansion of the nation’s infrastructure since President Franklin D. Roosevelt's New
Deal during the 1930s.

The signing of the infrastructure bill would mark a major achievement of Biden'’s
economic agenda. With his approval ratings currently at the lowest point of his
presidency, Biden intends to showcase to the American people that he is in fact still
capable of delivering campaign promises and governing in an increasingly polarized
political climate.

Biden'’s predecessor, former President Donald Trump, was unable to pass his own $1
trillion infrastructure plan during his administration. In his 2016 election night
speech, he boldly claimed that “We are going to fix our inner cities and rebuild our
highways, bridges, tunnels, airports, schools, hospitals.” Even with complete
Republican control of both chambers of Congress for the first two years of his term;
Trump failed to deliver upon a key campaign pledge.

With a slim Democratic majority in the House and a 50-50 Senate in which Vice
President Kamala Harris can break ties in the Democrats’ faver, Biden had to ensure
that his party-was-in lockstep with his legislative ambitions. Such a task was made
even more difficult with progressive members of the House and moderates like
Democratic Senators Joe Manchin of West Virginia and Kyrsten Sinema of Arizona
Arizona being frequently at odds with each other.

Ultimately, the bill passed Congress with bipartisan support, a rarity in Washington
D.C. Despite Trump recently rallying against the bill using heated rhetoric, 13
Republicans in the House added to the Democratic majority in passing the bill. In the
Senate, 19 Republicans, including Senate Minority Leader Mitch McConnell of
Kentucky, joined their Democratic colleagues in an earlier successful vote. “I think it
was good for the country, and I'm glad it passed,” McConnel said during an interview
last week with WHAS, a Kentucky radio station.

Earlier this year, the American Society of Civil Engineers rated the nation’s
infrastructure with a C- score. Biden immediately-hopes to get to work'in rectifying

such low marks-as soon as he signs the bill into law.

The following is a breakdown-of the infrastructure bill:

Roads and Bridges

$110 billion would be used to repair highways, bridges, and roads. The White House
estimates that 173,000 total miles of the country’s highways and major roads along
with45;000 are in poor or aging condition. The $40 billion allocated for bridges alone
would be the largest bridge investment since the development of the national highway
system.

Public Transit

$39 billion would be directed to help expand transportation systems, improve
accessibility for persons with disabilities, and provide state and local governments to
buy zero-emission and low-emission buses.

Passenger and Freight Rail

$66 billion would:be-provided-tosimprove Amtrak’s Northeast Corridor (roughly 457
miles) among other routes. Amtrak is still struggling to recover fromthe-devastating
effects of Hurricane Sandy from 2012. The funding would be the largest investment in
passenger rail since Amtrak’s founding 50 years ago.

Electric Vehicles

$7.5 billion would be.invested-for developing electric vehicle charging stations across
theeountry. $5 billion'would be used to purchase electric school buses and hybrids.
Both measures are intended to.reduce the nation’s impact on climate change.

Internet Access
$65/billion would be used to bolster broadband access and improve internet services
for rural areas, low-income families, and tribal communities.

Electrical Grid
$65 billion'would be spent to improve the nation’s power grid. Carbon capture
technologies and clean hydrogen energy sources would also be boosted.

Airports
$25 billion would be used to fix runways, gates, taxiways, terminals, and air traffic
control-towers atairports.

Water and Wastewater

$55 billion would be provided to improve the nation’s water.and wastewater systems.
Of that; $15 billion would replace lead pipes and $10.billion would address water
contamination from dangerous polyfluoroalkylsubstances.
